
During construction which began in 2007, the project employed more than 900 workers, most of them at the 
Mexico compressor station or at the project headquarters in Bowling Green. Several dozen workers 
employed in the operation of the pipeline and compressor station continue to provide economic benefit to the 
state. In addition, the state ofMissouri received millions of dollars in revenue from sales and use tax paid 
during construction, and Missouri counties where the pipeline is located will receive millions of dollars in 
property tax revenue. : 

The Rockies Express Pipeline is a joint project between Kinder Morgan, Sempra Energy and Conoco 
Phillips. REX president Doug Walker was among the company officials showing the facility to Gov. Nixon 
and others on the tour. 

The Governor also praised REX Pipeline for its donation announced today of approximately 8,000 filled 
sandbags on pallets to the State Emergency Management Agency (SEMA). The company will transport the 
pallets to Missouri Department of Corrections facilities around the state, where they will be available for use 
in the state's disaster response efforts to flooding. 
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
